| started to craft the best newsletter article in the history of the
Monthly Beacon (or even the Golden Grain, for that matter), but
then | realized that an update on our lives and Watershed would be
more pertinent. So, here goes:

-First of all, thanks to everyone who came out for the Watershed
‘baby shower’ to see Amanda and Nancy, to support us as we
move to weekly gatherings, and especially for your kind gifts!

-Speaking of baby showers, after Amanda took her belly to Fair-
view, we realized that fewer of you than we thought knew that we are expecting our 3rd child. So, surprise!
Our baby is due June 2, and since we love surprises, we will find out the gender then. So far things have
been relatively smooth, and Amanda has remained healthy, but we would still appreciate your prayers as she
moved into her third trimester.

-The boys are doing well. Micah is beginning to learn to read, and it's so fun to watch his mind work as he
sounds out words and makes new discoveries. He will turn 5 in May. Silas turns 3 in June, and to him that
means that “he gets to go to Micah’s school”. He’s very excited about preschool. Silas is also our talkative
one - sometimes sleeping is the only thing that stops him!

-We (Watershed) have published a book! Now, | must admit, it's self-published, which means nobody had to
actually put their stamp of approval on it.

We are very excited about the direction our Villages are headed
right now!
