They just don’t
really get soccer very well
yet. Only a few minutes
later, in my proudest
sporting moment as a Dad
yet, Addison scored a
goal. I'm pretty sure she
wasn’t trying to score and
the ball actually got
tipped and helped a little
by someone on the other
team....but a goal’s a goal,
and she was the last one
on her team to kick it be-

fore it went in. We cele-
brated with high fives and
Taco Mayo.

youth as well as Jr. High
youth. In our High school
group we recently chal-
lenged everyone who
came to set some very
specific spiritual goals for
themselves to try and
reach by next August. We
only asked that they be
realistically attainable
goals, and that they not
be altered because of
what someone else’s
goals were. Right now we
have 12 youth and 5 adult
sponsors that have set
specific spiritual goals for
the next year. Goals
range from “l want to be
reading my Bible every-
day” to “l want to be able
to say that | read my Bible
3 times a week.” Others
include “l want to fast
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once a month.” “l want to
invite people to MBY,”
and “l want to share Jesus
with 50 different people.”
Everybody also came up
with actions they will do
to ensure that these goals
are met. In other words,
they wrote down when
they would pray or how
they were planning on
sharing Jesus with others.
Some goals were very
lofty, while others set
their bar lower......but a
goal’s a goal.

Every week when we
meet on Sunday nights
we hold each other ac-
countable to our goals.
We’ve seen many people,
young and old, make
great strides towards
reaching their goals al-
ready. Maybe you’ve
been doing poorly at your
spiritual disciplines for a
long time, maybe you’re
up and down, maybe you
have a routine that works
well. My prayer would be
that no matter how
you’re doing spiritually,
you would realized that
there’s more, so much
more that God wants to
teach you and show you.
Maybe it’s time to set a
goal or two, even if you
start very small.....after all
a goal’s a goal.
