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"The ultimate goal of hospitality (best typi-
fied by the early Christian practice of table 
fellowship) is tearing down the walls of divi-

sion. And that, I believe, includes economic 

walls. We must, as folks who depend upon the mercy of 
God, realize that those of us who have houses donôt 
ñdeserveò to be sheltered any more than those who 
donôt have homes. That the divisions between home-
less and housed, rich and poor,  powerful and meek, do not reflect the Kingdom of 
God....Around the common table, prejudices, judgments, and inequities are to become un-
done. Hospitality provides not only an opportunity to attend to  basic needs, but also a chance 

at  destroying the very inequities that render such attention necessary."

This quote embodies so well our initial vision for what we call the ñJustice Feastò, Watershedôs annual meal 
to promote unity in our  city.  In a local park, we set up long tables with white linens, placed ceramic plates 
and silverware at each place and donned the center with overflowing bowls of grapes and mixed nuts. About 
100 of our community members came to share a meal with each other in the hopes beginning to break down 
the walls of race and class. 

We know that Kansas City, being segregated, isnôt unique. Still, it is heartbreaking. Witnessing the severity 
and breadth of our cityôs segregation, we know this is neither justice nor representative of Godôs kingdom. 
This separation is actually an affront to God's kingdom. In Kansas City, the most visible "wall" dividing race 
and class is a street ï Troost Avenue. This road divides white and black, and rich and poor of our city. In 
cities like this (as well as cities and towns that are mono-cultural), we tend to separate ourselves from óthe 
otherô and use óusô and óthemô language, making the walls that divide us even bigger.  This is contrary to 
Godôs Kingdom, which breaks down the walls of race, culture, economic differences, and even preferences. 
These walls are broken down as we build relationships with these people who are different from us...by do-
ing life together in community. And, of course, Godôs (second) greatest commandment to love our neighbors 
doesnôt end when we get to Troost.  No matter which side we live on, we are  neighbors. 

So over smoked turkey legs, German sausage, artisan cheeses, fresh baked bread, and homemade strawber-

ry shortcake, people from all over the city sat across and beside each other. At the local Tower Park, one 

street away from Troost Ave, under a canopy of shade, we talked, shared life, introduced  ourselves, and ate. 

"There is nothing more vital or intimate than eating," says Claude Fischler. Around the table there is a sym-

bolism that communicates shared time, space, and physical nourishment. Jesus made it a priority with his 

disciples, friends, and local tax collectors. The Justice Feast has helped us create bonds in our community 

we couldn't have made except through food.  As we watched new neighbors walk away with bags of food for 

their own neighbors who may not have eaten that day, and others who had a real conversation with some-

one of another race for the first time in months, we know we were seeing a beautiful picture of the Kingdom 

of God. 

As you think about ways to break down the walls of injustice in your community, consider doing it over 

food. You might not be able have an event like the Justice Feast, but it could start in your home. Hospitality 

happens anywhere where we are open to letting the Jesus in us connect with the Jesus in others.

Steve Green, president of Hobby Lobby, has amassed a world -class col-

lection of rare biblical texts and artifacts since 2009.  A portion of his col-

lection is being exhibited as part of òPassagesó, the worldwide traveling 

exhibition debuting at the Oklahoma City Museum of Art.  The exhibition 

leads attendees through the story of the history of the English Bible.  

òPassagesó is made up of about 300 items from the 30,000 item Green 

Collection.  Included is one of the earliest examples of Genesis, along 

with the Codex Climaci Rescriptus, one of the earliest -surviving, near 

complete Bibles and the most extensive early biblical texts in Jesusõ 

household language of Palestinian Aramaic.   

The Fellowship Home Apartments is sponsoring a tour to Oklahoma City to 

see this wonderful exhibit of some of the earliest writings of the Bible.  The 

trip will be on Tuesday, October 4.  We will take our church bus and leave 

Fairview at 8:00 A.M., tour the newly redone Myriad Gardens, eat at Cat-

tlemenõs restaurant in Stockyard City, and tour the Passages exhibit after 

lunch.
